
�x Children and youth who lack a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence;

�x Children and youth who are sharing the housing of other persons due to loss of housing,
economic hardship, or a similar reason; are living in motels, hotels, trailer parks, or camping
grounds due to lack of alternative adequate accommodations; are living in emergency or

ordinarily used as, a regular sleeping accommodation for human beings;

�x Migratory children who qualify as homeless because they are living in circumstances
described above; and

�x Unaccompanied youth who are not in the physical custody of a parent or guardian, who
qualify as homeless because they live in circumstances described above.

Can a homeless child enroll in school? 

Yes. Schools must immediately enroll homeless children and youth, even when: 

�x School or health records are unavailable at the time of enrollment,
�x Birth certificates are not available,
�x Proof of residency is not available.

Students may stay in their school of origin (the school they were attending when they lost their 
housing), the school in boundary for their current, temporary residence, or the school in the best 
interest of the student. 
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
